In it’s 
accounts, Israel rubs elbows with the great empires of the ancient 
world. Egypt of the pharaohs, the unparalleled Assyrian empire, 
Babylon the Great, Persia, Greece, Rome all find a place in the 
history of God’s people. 

While these vaunted civilizations impress the history buff, to 
God they are like a speck of dust on he scales. In the pages of 
Scripture, history shows Who it is that “rules the world with truth 
and grace and makes the nations prove the glories of His 
righteousness and wonders of His love.” History reveals Jesus 
Christ, the King of kings. 

As you read God’s Word, look for Christ on every page.

The Bible is the Book of Books, but it’s more than just a book. 

It’s a testimony about God’s work, which began before the world, 
shapes all of time, and leads to eternity. From cover to cover, it 
tells about Jesus Christ: Creator, Redeemer, coming King. 

Most would call the Bible a book of religion or philosophy—a 
claim to truth in the arena of ideas. Certainly, like other religious 
books, it contains moral values, principles to follow, prescribed 
rituals and sacrifices. 

But God’s Word doesn’t stop with rituals and prescriptions for 
righteous behavior. It relentlessly reveals an awful truth we dare 
not face. It confronts the harsh, undeniable reality of sin—our 
utter inability, even refusal, to do what is right as God defines it. 

Intertwined with the heartbreak of humanity, as Scripture 
unfolds the truth, hope emerges. A hope that God put there. It’s 
the hope of a Redeemer. He is the Truth. He performed all the 
rituals, followed all the principles, and embodied God’s perfect 
righteousness. 

But Jesus was more than a perfect example. He became the 
perfect sacrifice. The truth is that there is nothing God expects 
that He is not willing to do Himself. He proved this when His Son 
died for sin. The Bible testifies to Christ’s triumph over our sin, as 
He surrendered His will—and His life—to obey His Father. 

You will never find a better work of literature than the Bible.  
Its verbal artistry is beyond compare. But its beauty doesn’t 
account for why no book in history has sold more copies.

Rejoice!  
The King of Creation 
came to be with us. Our 
rejection did not stop Him 
and death could not 
defeat Him. Jesus Christ 
is Lord! 

21) Read: 2nd Samuel 8 
Christ is risen indeed! 
Praise God! Glorify His 
name. He has conquered 
sin and death. “When I am 
lifted up from the earth, I 
will draw all people to 
myself (John 12:32). 

22) Read: 2nd Samuel 9 
Pray for … 
Christian character to 
develop in everyone in 
your home (Galatians 
5:22-23) 

23) Read: 2nd Samuel 10 
Pray for … 
The colleague at work you 
have the most difficulty 
with.  May they see the 
love of Christ in you and 
hear of His love from you. 

24) Read: 2nd Samuel 11 
Pray for … 
God to reveal His love to 
the families of our 
community, especially 
those who are broken and 
dysfunctional (1 Corinthians 
1:26-29). 

25) Read: 2nd Samuel 12 
Pray for … 
God to give His people 
faith & unity in prayer, So 
that with one mind and 
one voice [we] may glorify 
the God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ. Pray 
for revival & renewal. 

26) Read: 2nd Samuel 13 
Pray for … 
Protection for those 
undergoing persecution for 
their faith. Pray for strength 
to remain faithful. Pray for 
Christ-like love for their 
persecutors. 

27) Read: 2nd Samuel 14 
Thank God … 
For His creation and 
provision, and for bringing 
you the good news of 
salvation. God has loved 
you with an everlasting 
love. 

28) Read: 2nd Samuel 15 
Pray for … 
Andria Brucks, Ministry 
Associate, Finance: Ask 
God to use the 
management of His money 
to enhance the work of 
Christ & magnify His name. 

29) Read: 2nd Samuel 16 
Pray for … 
Your spouse and children 
or your closest friends: 
Seek the Holy Spirit’s 
filling for Christ-like 
character and bold 
witness. 

30) Read: 2nd Samuel 17 
Pray for … 
Leaders, coworkers and 
friends at work. Pray that 
they will know Christ & 
His love.  Ask for 
opportunities to show it to 
them.
